· As the programme will be conducted in English, applicants must be able to communicate in English, although competency in written English is less important.

· Applicants must be able to contribute to disseminating the outcome of the workshop to wider audiences in cooperation with RENKEI member universities and the British Council which is the secretariat of the RENKEI initiative.

· Applicants are expected to be able to participate in the programme in Liverpool, the UK in August 2017. That workshop, in collaboration with the International Slavery Museum, will be titled “The Politics of Memory, Commemoration and Memorialisation” aims at reminding us that dealing with the past is a deeply political endeavor and of the need to constantly recognize and revisit political and other struggles of the past.
