Symposium summary

This symposium followed on from the achievements of the academic exchange
agreement concluded between Kyoto University and EHESS in May 2015 and the
French-Japanese Africa Area Studies Forum, an international symposium held in
Kyoto on Dec. 1-3, 2017. It was held with the aim of formulating plans for further
exchange and collaborative research between the two institutions. In order to
explore a broad range of possibilities for interdisciplinary research in Africa, the
symposium’s sessions were organized to cover a variety of subjects, including

geology, geoinformatics, tropical ecology, political economics, primatology,
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anthropology, agriculture, linguistics, and archeology. A total of six
interdisciplinary sessions were held, in which researchers gave presentations and
